Eligibility Requirements

1.  The student must be an El Paso County resident.

2.  Each applicant will be required to submit an official academic transcript.  
3.  College students must have a minimum cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.0
on a 4.0 point scale. 
4.  High school students must have a minimum cumulative Grade Point Average of 
80% on a scale of 100%.  Any other grading scale will certainly be considered.  High school students will also be required to submit verification of their GPA by a high school
counselor or official.
5.  Each applicant must show verification they are enrolled in college full-time or have an 
acceptance letter from an accredited two or four-year college, university or an accredited career and technical college or trade school in the State of Texas.
6.  Each applicant must show personal leadership qualities as demonstrated in community
service programs or projects.

7.  Each applicant must submit one letter of character recommendation from a non-relative. 
Scholarship Awards

For the Fall Semester 2011, applications will be accepted through July 14, 2011.  Applications received after that date will not be considered.

Applications submitted without complete information will not be considered.

All applicants will receive written notification of their award status by August 8, 2011.  Scholarships will be formally awarded at the Annual NAACP Awards Banquet to be held on August 20, 2011.

Allocations of scholarship funds shall be based on the number of qualified applicants and the availability of funds for distribution. The maximum scholarship award(s) shall not exceed $1000 per person.  The student must send proof of registration as outlined in #5 above.
